Application Requirements

= The “unofficial” transcript of grades must be attached to the application.

Essay

Applicants must submit a well-developed, typed essay on their academic excellence. The essay should be
one to two pages in length and should follow the MLA style.

Instructions for Submission

and will not be returned to applicants.

In a well-developed essay, please address the following questions:

= Describe how you have demonstrated leadership ability in your school, work, or community.
=  What did you learn about yourself and others as a result of this?

= What extra-curricular activities did you maintain throughout the year?

Please also keep in mind the following criteria:

» Please include the title of the prompt in the middle of the top header and full name on the right of the top
header.

» The essay must be typed (double-spaced) in Times New Roman (font size 12).

= The essay must be one to two pages in length and must be written using MLA format.
